・There will be no restrictions on the use of sport facilities

・ After taking measures (1) to (4) and arranging with the
respective faculty or office, you may determine whether to
accept or not to accept the request for filming on campus

Based on the national and local governments’ policies in relation to COVID-19, TUAT policies on university activities (on-, off- campus activities)
from April 2023 will be as follows.

Mask-wearing while performing educational and research activities will not be mandatory (please be careful not to force someone to wear or
not to wear masks).
While paying attention to coughing manners and basic measures for infection control ((1) Avoiding the "Three Cs"; (2) Maintaining physical
distancing between people; (3) Hand sanitization (e.g. washing hands); and (4) Ventilation),
